Students in grades 9 (second semester), 10,  
11 and 12 and who live in the Worthington 
School District.

Students who have 
leadership potential and the desire to develop 
that potential.

What Leadership Components are 
Included in the Program?

   SELF-ASSESSMENT   
o To enhance self-awareness and leadership  

styles, self-expression and social interaction.

• TEAM BUILDING  

o To participate in a series of team building  
initiatives in order to understand that  
effective teamwork is an integral part of the  
leadership process.

• COMMUNICATION AND PRESENTATION PREPARATION  

o To explore various public speaking styles  
and to practice presentation techniques.  
Students will create a presentation, practice  
presentation skills and receive immediate  
feedback.

• COMMUNITY SERVICE  

o To continue emphasis on the importance 
of community involvement through 
volunteerism. Students will identify  
volunteer opportunities of interest to them,  
handle pre-planning tasks and complete  
the service time.

In addition to the seven class sessions,  
students must identify a community  
service opportunity and complete a 
minimum of     5 hours of direct 
service time.
